A.
General Instructions

The budget must be submitted on MassCEC's Standard Budget Form.  The Standard Budget Form is an imbedded Excel spreadsheet.  Related instructions:

1. Double click the spreadsheet to edit.

2. In general, green cells are entry cells, and yellow cells are calculation cells.  Do not edit yellow cells.
3. Once you are done editing the spreadsheet, click outside the sheet to return to the document.

4. Use the attached supporting schedule to detail any costs that require an explanation. 

5. Please delete instructions in the completed application narrative that you submit to MassCEC.
In describing costs for each task or element, the following information should be included:

1. Name of individual or organization performing the work, or in the case of Direct Materials, the specific equipment or balance of system component to be funded;

2. Rate per hour and hours dedicated to the task where applicable;

3. All budget information must be described to the greatest extent possible, use the supporting schedule as appropriate.  
4. MassCEC will not reimburse a Grantee for any overhead charges or mark-up charges on any consultant/subcontractor invoices, travel expenses, direct costs, material, or other expenses.

5. Remember: 100 percent of MassCEC’s support must be associated with the evaluation of the wind resources of a renewable energy project.

E. Direct Material Costs
This category is for purchased parts, equipment, or assets uniquely associated with the proposed project.  MassCEC assumes that applicants can perform the proposed work with existing facilities and equipment.  It is MassCEC’s policy not to compensate for general purpose facilities or equipment.  The proposal should document why these assets are required for the project and must justify why these costs are an expense reimbursable by MassCEC.  Include a description of the item(s), proposed vendor, quantity needed, unit cost, basis for cost, and the total cost.

Applicants must limit direct material costs.  It is MassCEC’s policy not to compensate for equipment that can be resold or has a useful life beyond the proposed assessment.  MassCEC will not compensate for the direct purchase and installation of Wind Monitoring Equipment and applicants should seek other mechanisms, such as leases and rentals, for the use of such equipment.

F. Other Direct Costs
This category is for other direct project costs related to project administration and management.  These items may include printing, postage, telephony, publications, graphics, etc.   The basis for these costs should be specified in the line item of the budget or in the supporting schedule.

G. Cost Sharing
This category is for cost sharing related to the project.  

The cost share is the amount of funding that will be required to meet the shortfall between the total project costs and the funding sought from MassCEC.
